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The Hungarian Nobility and Its Connections with Lithuania II (1700—Present)

Summary

The first part of this study examined the origins, early development, and turbulent history of the
Hungarian nobility up to the end of the seventeenth century, highlighting its continuous dynastic
and other genealogical connections with Lithuania. This second part continues the historical
narrative through the more peaceful eighteenth century and then traces the changing role and
character of the nobility during the periods of revolutions, wars, the suffering endured under the
communist dictatorship, and, finally, the democratic transition and the present-day situation.
Heraldic illustrations will also be presented.

A particularly distinctive institution emerged after the collapse of historic Hungary following the
First World War, when Hungary remained a kingdom but without a king, under the regency of
Miklos Horthy de Nagy-Banya. This institution, known as the Order of Vitéz, represents a unique
form situated between the concepts of nobility and chivalric orders, as it is hereditary, accompanied
by a title or predicate, and was originally associated with landed property. This order will also be
discussed in the paper.

As in the first part, special attention is given to the connections with the Lithuanian nobility. Since
historic Hungary shared a border with the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth, it is understandable
that migration took place in both directions. As an example, the originally Lithuanian Pietrasiewicz
(or Petrasiewicz) family, known in Hungary under forms such as Petrasovits, Petrasovich,
Petrassevits, and others, will be presented. This family was successfully integrated into the
Hungarian nobility and continues to exist to this day in Hungary and present-day Slovakia, formerly
the Upper Hungary region.

Other connections will also be briefly outlined.
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Prof. Dr Laszlé T. Koczy de Borgé & Nagy-Sikarlé holds both PhD and DSc degrees and is a
member of the Polish Academy. He is a professor and formerly served as Dean and President of
the University PhD Council at Széchenyi University (Gyor). He currently serves as the Dean’s
Senior Adviser at the University of Pécs.

He has been a visiting professor in various countries across four continents. He has been awarded
the Officer’s Cross and Commander’s Cross of the Order of Hungary, is a K.H.D. of SMOM, and
has received several Grand Crosses and other distinctions in orders of chivalry.

He is the author of the most up-to-date Hungarian bibliography on genealogy and heraldry, as well
as numerous articles on related subjects.

Santrauka

Pirmojoje Sio tyrimo dalyje buvo aptarta vengry bajorijos kilmé, ankstyvoji raida ir permaininga
istorija iki XVII a. pabaigos, iSryskinant nuolatinius dinastinius ir kitus genealoginius rysius su
Lietuva. Antrojoje dalyje istorinis pasakojimas tesiamas per ramesnj XVIII amziy, o véliau
nagrinéjamas bajorijos vaidmens ir pobtdzio kitimas revoliucijy, kary, komunistinés diktatiiros
represijy, demokratiniy permainy ir dabarties laikotarpiu. PraneSime taip pat bus pateiktos
heraldings iliustracijos.

Ypatingas démesys skiriamas i$skirtinei institucijai, susiformavusiai po istorinés Vengrijos zlugimo
po Pirmojo pasaulinio karo, kai Salis iSliko karalyste, taciau be karaliaus, valdoma regento Mikloso
Horthy de Nagy-Bénya. Si institucija, vadinama Vitéz ordinu, yra savitas tarpinis reiskinys tarp
bajorystés ir riteriy ordiny, nes yra paveldima, susijusi su titulu ar predikatu ir i§ pradziy buvo
siejama su zemés valda. Sis ordinas taip pat bus aptariamas pranesime.

Kaip ir pirmojoje dalyje, ypatingas démesys skiriamas rySiams su Lietuvos bajorija. Kadangi
istoriné Vengrija ribojosi su Abiejy Tauty Respublika, natiiralu, kad migracija vyko abiem
kryptimis. Kaip pavyzdys bus pristatyta i$ Lietuvos kilusi Pietrasiewicz (arba Petrasiewicz) giminé,
Vengrijoje zinoma tokiomis formomis kaip Petrasovits, Petrasovich, Petrassevits ir kt. Si giminé
s¢kmingai integravosi ] Vengrijos bajorijg ir iSliko iki Siy dieny Vengrijoje bei dabartinéje
Slovakijoje, buvusioje Aukstutinéje Vengrijoje.

Taip pat bus trumpai aptarti ir kiti rySiai.
